c)  There was one resident in attendance who raised concern about work on Angerton       
     Mosses. Natural England have contacted the Meanfield Charity as they want to purchase     

  some land from the charity. The Trustees who are unanimously against selling the land.    

  Other landowners have also been approached about selling their land. 
  NE have notices on telegraph poles informing that they are going to be cutting trees down.   

  They are also intending to raise the water level gradually flooding the mosses to preserve the    

  bog. There is concern about the lack of consultation with the landowners. There is also   

  concern about Gallagher Pool getting bogged up and this building over the A595, the lock   

  gates being in disrepair which adds to the flooding issues.
