Five of these ringers already had
experience of basic skills to various levels, thanks to the teaching of Andy Pollock and Paul Thompson following Covid.
The other ringers embarked on an intensive course of ringing coaching throughout the past year. The aim of this
accelerated learning was to establish a Broughton team who could ring independently without expert intervention.

All the learners worked exceptionally hard and gave up at least an hour and a half every Wednesday evening. During the
last year there has always been an unmistakeable buzz of enthusiasm at every 90 minute session. This approach has le
to success, not just in ringing, but in the extent to which all the band have gelled to support each other. They richly
deserve many congratulations for the times they have rung since Sunday 21st September.

It has been a pleasure to work with them to achieve this remarkable success in a very short time. The intention is now to
continue the coaching sessions to move the band on to even greater achievements.

This is truly an on-going project and all of us are looking forward to what comes next. We are very proud of all of them.
